Making the Most of Credit 
Card Perks 

 
Credit card rewards pro-

grams can offer a range of 
perks, from cash back to travel 
benefits, but many people don’t 
take full advantage of them. 
Those programs can be over-
whelming with benefits and dis-
counts changing by the month. 
However, if you are willing to keep track of these perks, 
you can save money and get more value from your every-
day purchases. 

Credit card rewards can be loosely divided into two cat-
egories: cash back and points. With cash back, a percentage 
of your spending is returning to you as a rebate or state-
ment credit. With points, you accumulate rewards points or 
“miles” with each purchase that can then be redeemed for 
things like travel bookings and gift cards or transferred to 
airline and hotel loyalty programs.  

Keeping track of these points can be difficult especially 
if they are spread across different financial institutions. 
However, as with most things, there’s an app for that – and 
sometimes even a browser extension that tries to simplify 
things.  

Some of the big names are AwardWallet, MaxRewards, 
and CardPointers but there are other apps out there to re-
search. Most have free plans that provide basic functional-
ity and in many cases that’s all you need. I found them 
helpful for viewing discounts and offers from different 
credit card companies in one place without jumping be-
tween banking apps. Depending on the permissions you 
give them, some will even notify you which card to use 
when you are near a store with a promotion for cash back 
or bonus points. 

You can also keep track of these rewards by download-
ing the app for the financial institution that issued your 
card. They often list discounts and offers from different 
stores, both brick and mortar and online, but you might 
have to “clip” them like you would a digital coupon for a 
supermarket to get the discount. These offers often give 
cash back or extra membership points. It never hurts to 
check as you could save on gas, streaming services, flights, 
and more.
